Community Service and Support

Connecticut College is proud to serve the greater New
London region during the COVID-19 pandemic. In March
2020, the College donated hundreds of surgical masks and
N-95 respirators to Ledge Light Health District and the
New London Fire Department, and sent over 5,000 gloves
to L+M Hospital. Conn also contributed $1,000 worth of
fresh produce and food to the New London Community
Meal Center, the New London Area Food Pantry, and the
Salvation Army.

Through a partnership with the City of New London,
temporary housing in Abbey House was offered to first
responders in need of care. Four Conn students worked
directly on the front lines during the height of the
pandemic as emergency medical technicians. And, the
campus was offered to the state as a vaccination site.
